5 Ways to care for your lawn 

during a draught!
1. The most efficient and ideal time 

to irrigate turfgrass is between 

midnight and 8:00am.

2. Do NOT water during windy times 

to reduce water loss due to 

evaporation by watering when 

winds are calm.

3. Mow high. Set your mower height 

to two-and-a-half to four inches. 

Mowing high gives the lawn a 

deeper and larger root system, 

keeps moisture in, defends against 

weeds and keeps the soil cooler. 

4. Stop fertilization on stressed 

lawns. Fertilizers will only 

increase the rate of growth, and, 

because of the lack of water, 

severe stress can result in damaged 

grass.

5. Keep weeds down. Weeds 

compete with the turf for all the 

essential elements to grow. It is 

safe to say the less weeds you 

have, the better chance your grass 

has to grow.

• Consider reusable 
straws or, if you are 
able, ditch them 
altogether.

• Use refillable bottles 
for hand and dish 
soaps. Whether you 
reuse the original 
plastic pump or get 
something more 
durable, you'll be 
helping to solve the 
problem of plastic 
waste.

•Never use your toilet as a waste basket.

•Do not let the water run while shaving or brushing teeth.

•Take short showers instead of tub baths. Turn off the water flow while soaping or shampooing.

•Keep drinking water in the refrigerator instead of letting the faucet run until the water is cool.

•When using a hose, control the flow with an automatic shut-off nozzle.

•Avoid purchasing recreational water toys that require a constant stream of water.

•If you have a swimming pool, consider a new water-saving pool filter.

Fix sprinkler heads that are broken or spraying on the sidewalk, street, or driveway.

Did You Know?
Shasta Lake is one of the largest lakes in the western United States with 365 miles of shoreline when at full 

pool.

When the lake hit its lowest point in history back in 1977-78 the lake still retained a 124 mile shoreline. At that 

time the lake level was down approximately 238feet from the top.

How to say cool in extreme heat:
➢ Add black-out curtains to your windows.
➢ Limit using heat producing appliances during the day.
➢ Cross-ventilate rooms by opening windows at night when temperatures drop.
➢ Check the weather stripping on doors and windows to keep the cool air in.
➢ Install ceiling fans to help circulate air.
➢ Set your AC to 78 when you are home and 80 when you are away. 
➢ Place a bucket of ice in front of a fan to cool the room.
➢ Use window reflectors specifically designed to reflect heat back outside.

• Score the Chicken: Place the chicken breasts on a cutting board and score the top in a shallow diamond pattern, cutting about 1/3 of the way 
through (don’t cut all the way through).

• Season and Dredge: Season both sides with salt and pepper. Lightly dredge in flour, pressing it into the scored grooves, then shake off the 
excess.

• Sear the Chicken: Set a large skillet over medium heat. Once the skillet is hot, melt 3 tablespoons of butter, swirling the pan as it melts to 
prevent splatter. Add the chicken, scored-side down, and cook 5-6 minutes until golden. Flip and cook anther 4 minutes, or until nearly cooked 
through. They will finish cooking as they simmer in the sauce.

• Add Garlic and Glaze: Add the remaining 1 tablespoon butter and the garlic to the pan and sauté briefly until fragrant. Stir in the Honey, Soy 
Sauce, and Apple cider vinegar. Let the sauce simmer 2/3 minutes until thickened, spooning it over the chicken as it cooks. The thickest part of 
the chicken should reach 165 degrees.

• Finish: Garnish with fresh chives and serve warm with extra sauce spooned over top. Enjoy!

  Burn Season: Open burning is not automatically allowed on November 
1st,  2025.

 CDF will announce when Fire Season is over, and open burning will be allowed. Keep in 
mind that even when burning is allowed, the information updated only tells you if you can 
burn from an air quality standpoint. That does not mean it is safe to burn. You must 
always see to the safety of your burning operations. Here are some suggestions as we 
approach the “open burning / wood-heating season”.

   1) Inspect and clean your wood burning stove or fireplace and flue system.

   2) Be sure to use dry wood, higher moisture contributes to creosote build-up in the flue.

    3) Clean your gutters and inspect them regularly.

    4) When open burning please follow all safety guidelines.
